SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

‘‘or impede’’ after ‘‘facilitate’’; 8

(F) in paragraph (4), by striking ‘‘and’’ at 9

the end; 10

(G) in paragraph (5)— 11

(i) by striking ‘‘this Act’’ and insert-12

‘‘(7) any unique barriers faced by farmers and 20

ranchers in the ability to transfer, inherit, or pur-21

chase agricultural assets, including land; and 22

‘‘(8) leasing and ownership trends, including 23

leasing and ownership trends by foreign persons or 24

(5) in subsection (l), by striking ‘‘Sections 9 7

and 14 of the Federal Advisory Committee Act (5 8

U.S.C. App.)’’ and inserting ‘‘Sections 1008 and 9

1013 of title 5, United States Code,’’; and 10

(6) in subsection (m), by striking ‘‘2023’’ and 11

inserting ‘‘2028’’. 12
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
