REGISTRATION DATES & LOTTERY FOR WAIT LIST

Any qualified person (see qualifications below) may register online 24 hours a day between Thursday, July 23",
2015 at 12:01 a.m. and Friday, July 31%, 2015 at midnight. After the registration period closes, a random lottery will
be held to select 3,000 individuals who will be notified to complete a pre-application online in order to be added to
the program’s waiting list.

Please note that because applicants will be selected through the random lottery, there is NO advantage to submitting
a registration on the first day. All households will have the same chance of being selected through the lottery
regardless of when they apply during the registration period.
